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Assembling the RB-10

Your RB-10 is mostly assembled at the factory. With the following instructions and associated pictures, the final steps
should be as easy as 1-2-3.

Uncrating and Assembling the Instrument
The contents of the shipping crate are covered by a wooden box. After removing the top portion of the box, proceed
through the following steps:

1. Remove the two-piece pier (Figure 1) from the crate.

2. Place a 1/10th inch (0.100") thick flat piece of metal, plastic or wood on the floor as a shim (1-A). Place the
center of the bottom of the pier on top of the shim.

3. Place the top portion of the pier in the hole in the bottom and secure the two parts together by tightening the two
bolts (1-B) in the bottom of the pier. Tighten as much as possible to prevent slippage.

4. Attach the azimuth encoder bracket (2-C) and make sure the gears match up and mesh (2-D) by adjusting the
encoder position. There is an encoder wrench in the hardware bag for turning the encoder mounting nut that is
between the gear and bracket.

5. Please note the adjusting screw (2-E) for setting the horizontal initialization position for the optional guiding
computer. This screw has been set at the factory and should not need adjustment.
